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RECITAL NEWS

Plans are underway for our Recitals in June.
The May Newsletter will include schedules of
all 3 Shows so you will know which tickets to
buy. Full dress rehearsals will run on
Monday, Tuesday and Wednesday the week
leading up to the performances:

Wednesday, June 6 will be the rehearsal for
the Saturday Night Show (7:00 p.m., June 9)

All rehearsals and recitals are held at the
Cowichan Theatre .

Please make sure your dancer is available
for the week of June 4-9.

The rehearsals are essential for a successful
show and also give each dancer the chance
to do her very best. Dancers are placed
properly on the stage, costumes are checked,
lighting is organized and the experience of
practising on the stage makes for a much
smoother performance on Recital day. The
Recital Schedule is developed keeping the
following in mind:

1) a dancer (or 2 siblings) with 2 dances
should (as much a possible) be in one show
so families can see both at once

2) class dances are distributed so that the
show is varied and entertaining (ex. one 4-yr -
old class in each show, one Sr. Jazz class in
each, etc.

3) dancers with more than one class have to
have time to change costumes.

You can see why it is impossible to make
changes in the schedule once it is
complete.
