Plans are underway for our Recitals in June. The
May Newsletter will include schedules of all 3

dress rehearsals will run on Monday, Tuesday and
Wednesday the week leading up to the
performances:

Tuesday, June 16 will be the rehearsal for the
Saturday Afternoon Show (2:00 p.m., June 20)
Wednesday, June 17 will be the rehearsal for the
Saturday Night Show (7:00 p.m., June 20)
Thursday, June 18 will be an extra rehearsal for
very young dancers and for other groups who
need extra time to get used to the stage.

The rehearsals are essential for a successful
show and also give each dancer the chance to do
her very best. Dancers are placed properly on the
stage, costumes are checked, lighting is
organized and the experience of practising on the
stage makes for a much smoother performance
on Recital day.

The Recital Schedule is developed keeping the
following in mind:

1) a dancer (or 2 siblings) with 2 dances should
(as much a possible) be in one show so families
can see both at once
2) class dances are distributed so that the show
is varied and entertaining (ex. one 4-yr -old class
in each show, one Sr. Jazz class in each, etc.

3) dancers with more than one class have to have
time to change costumes.

You can see why it is impossible to make
changes in the schedule once it is complete.
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SOME CHANGES COMING
AT CARLSON’S

There are some major changes coming at
Carlson’s that everyone should be aware
of.

The first is that there will no longer be Pre-
Registration. All registration will take place at
the Fall Registration. This year the dates are
Wednesday, September 2 and Tuesday, September
8 from 1:00 —7:00 p.m. We are also rethinking the
Registration process with the goal of making
things run more efficiently. The schedule for the
2009/10 dance year will be available as usual in
early June. If you need to talk to your teachers
about your plans for next year, the best way is to
email or call the Studio and your teacher will call
you back. Talking to the teachers between classes
is not advised because valuable time cannot be
spared from classes, especially when everyone is
getting ready for the Recital and the Tap and Hip
Hop exams. Handing your teacher a note with
your phone number and a request to phone is ac-
ceptable.

Right now we are working on the Schedule for next
year so if you have some activities you know can’t
be changed you could let us know. We can’t make
the schedule work around every activity but we
can try if we know about it.

The second change is that Carlson’s will no
longer be organizing the trip to Triple Threat. A
number of factors have come together to make it
look like a good time for a change: the financial
situation; some people have asked about going to
the SYTYCD convention instead and may want to
change; some people may prefer to change hotels.
These are just some of the reasons. There is noth-
ing stopping a parent or group of parents from
organizing the trip and we will help all we can
with arrangements and information.
