It only 
costs $2.00 to watch a session 
and don’t forget there’s also the 
Voice/Choral, Speech Arts and In-
strumental sections of the Festival 
happening throughout the Valley.

The dance portion of the Festival  
will be at the Cowichan Theatre.  
The adjudicator will be seated at 
a table in the centre of the audi-
ence where she will watch the 
dance pieces and dictate notes on 
each dance.  At intervals through-
out the program she will go to the 
stage, speak to the dancers and 
hand out their certificates and  
written critiques.  Seats around 
the adjudicator are cordoned off to 
ensure her privacy and access to 
the stage. 
 
If your child is participating in a 
group in the Festival her/his  
teacher will provide information 
about when and where to meet.

Your next cheque that has not 
been deposited, the rest of your post-dated 
cheques,  and a refund of your costume de-
posit (if it has not yet been used to pay for a 
costume) will be mailed back to you.  This 
procedure helps us to return your payment 
in the most efficient fashion and we thank 
you for helping us keep things in order. 

A tip:  You may notice in this information, 
that we don’t use the “one month’s notice” 
unless the withdrawal is received on the 1st 
or 2nd of any month and your cheque is al-
ready deposited.
