All Rehearsals and Recitals are at the CC Theatre. 
Meet downstairs in the dressing rooms (turn left from 
the lobby).  Look for the name of your dance on the 
Dressing Room Doors to find your class. 
 
Pre-Registration for next year at all of the Rehearsals 
from 4:00-7:00 pm in the Green Room.  Reduced regis-
tration fee is $20.  The tentative Schedule for 2008/09 
will be available.  It is as close to the final schedule as 
we can get it at this time but it will change when 
classes are finalized in September. 
 
Sign Up for Triple Threat.   On the wall at the Recital, 
there will be a Sign-Up Sheet for Triple Threat.  Please 
sign the sheet (parents too) if you are planning to at-
tend Triple Threat this year.  We need to reserve at the 
Carmanah Plaza early in August at the latest so we 
need an estimate of how many are going.  The dates 
are TBA at this time, but will be available at the re-
hearsals. The cost is $300 ($280 for Juniors; $150 for 
Observers) payable by October 1.  
 
Saturday, July 19.  Cowichan Summer Festival Pa-
rade.  Dancers 8 years old & older, meet at the CC 
Library side parking lot at 10:00 am to dance in the pa-
rade.  Wear something red or white or both and a 
pair of good runners.  Bring a hat and water.  Learn the 
dance while you wait for the parade to begin.  

 

TIPS FOR THE RECITAL 
 

1. Names on Everything.  With everyone having 
identical costumes, mix-ups and lost items are 
inevitable.  Please make sure your child’s name 
is on all recital costumes, shoes, etc. 

2. Be sure to collect all costume pieces to take 
away at the end of each rehearsal and recital. 

3. Safety pins, needles & thread, scotch tape, extra 
bobby pins, elastics, etc can save many situations 
from stress. 

4. The doors of the Dressing Rooms open one 
hour before the start time of the Rehearsals and 
Recitals. 

5. The name of your child’s dance is useful when 
buying tickets for the right show, finding your 
dressing room, etc.  Do you know what it is? 

6. The Finale will be practiced during the rehears-
als at 6:15 pm just after the 15 min. technicians’ 
break.   

 
BUY TICKETS EARLY 

Tickets for the Recitals are now on sale at the 
Cowichan Ticket Centre  (Adults-$12.00, Seniors/
Students-$10.00, Children under 12-$8.00)  
Please buy your tickets before the day of  the Re-
cital.  The Ticket Centre Staff  will no longer offer 
a choice of  seats just before the show starts.  In 
this way, they avoid people holding up the line 
while choosing last minute tickets.
